
 Middle School Student Led Conferences!  
Spring Report Card Pick-Up/Parent-Teacher Conferences will take place on Wednesday, April 13th from 8:30-12:00 and 12:45-3:30. This year, we are excited to continue Middle School Student Led Conferences!  Your child will lead the conference by showing you samples of his or her work in the core subject areas and specials, as well as goals for the upcoming quarter and a reflection on Q3.  There will be no school for students, but we are requesting that students attend the conference with you.  You will still have the opportunity to speak with Ms. Cox, Ms. Rogers, Ms. Kleinertz, Ms. Mueller, and Ms. Ridgway as well as specials teachers to discuss progress.  (Ms. Halfen will be at a conference that day. Please feel free to contact her directly if you would like to schedule something with her.) 
All conferences will take place in the cafeteria (6th) and library (7th & 8th), but a more private setting can be arranged at your request.  Rather than signing up for a specific 10 minute time slot with your child’s homeroom teacher, please indicate the block during which you want to visit.  We can accommodate 10-15 families per hour, and you can come in any time within that block.  Plan on staying for 10-20 minutes within the block to meet with teachers, pick up a report card and other forms, and review your child’s mini-portfolio together.
Students will have class time to prepare their portfolios, outline specific points they want to share, and practice productive and thoughtful ways to lead their conference.  Their History Fair projects will also be on display in the gym.
Report cards will not be sent home, so please make arrangements to meet with your child’s teacher if you are unable to schedule an appointment on Report Card Pick-Up Day.
